They have 
run a similar event at another school and it was very successful.  The final suggestion 
was that we could invite anyone to come along and showcase their talent – parents, 
students and teachers.  We would call it “St Lukes’ got Talent” (in the theme of 
Britain’s got talent at present on TV).  We would run it in September/October 2008.  
We could ask Carillion if they would be involved – catering, and ask teachers if they 
would help.  Anne offered to man the phone – to take the “bookings” for a 5 minute 
slot on the night and maybe involve some of the students in the planning etc.

Any other business 
 
Sports Day 
 
Delia asked about the validity of sports day for the students who were not involved in 
the sporting events taking place.  Julie explained that Sports Day is about supporting 
your house and your fellow team members.  It is up to the Sports Captains to get 
members of their houses to take part in the events that are organised for the day. 
 
Interim Reports/Monitoring Grades 
 
Julie asked the council for their thoughts on the information we send out to parents 
showing target and attainment for their child.  The first column – entitled Target (end 
of year 9) was felt to be misleading as it is actually the national average for the 
student based on their Key Stage 2 results (taken in year 6).  Julie explained that this 
is a benchmark figure only and not one that will change if the student improves 
beyond this target.  It was also felt that it is difficult to show that a student could be 
working to the very best of their ability in homework and commitment – and getting A 
grades – but achieving an average or below average grade for attainment.  The 
homework and commitment grades reflect the effort the student is putting into their 
studies, and the attainment is their actual graded level that they have achieved.
